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     At the back of this newsletter you will notice that we 
have posted the ticket purchase forms for our 7th Annual 
Banquet & Fundraiser scheduled for February 19-20, 
2010.

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Something Is Missing 
 

     While working on the SCI – Paso Del Norte Chapter 
Record Book the other day I noticed that something is 
missing!  Many of you know that I spend half my year 
in Michigan.  Those of us who live in Michigan envy 
those who live in Texas because every Michigander that 
hunts big game hunts white-tailed deer.  And every big 
game hunter knows that Texas is famous world wide for 
the outstanding white-tailed deer trophies produced on 
so many Texas ranches.  Yet, there is not one single 
entry for a Texas White-tailed Deer in the chapter’s 
record book!  Surely, several chapter members have 
taken Texas White-tailed Deer trophies which meet or 
exceed the minimum score of 125 needed to qualify for 
the chapter record book. 
 
     Likewise, there are no Rocky Mountain Mule Deer or 
Desert Mule Deer in the chapter’s record book!  I know 
that many SCI - Paso Del Chapter members from El 
Paso and Las Cruces hunt in New Mexico.  One of the 
most popular species hunted in New Mexico is the 
Rocky Mountain Mule Deer.  And the neighboring 
states of Chihuahua and Sonora, Mexico are noted for 
their Desert Mule Deer.  Again, I am willing to bet that 
more than a few chapter members have taken Rocky 
Mountain Mule Deer which score at least 155 or Desert 
Mule Deer scoring the 151 or more needed to qualify for 
entry into the chapter record book.     

     Yet, there are 
no entries for any 
of these three 
species in the SCI 
– Paso Del Norte 
Chapter Record 
Book.  I hope to 
hear from those of 
you who have 
taken qualifying 
trophies in order that this situation can be remedied 
before the next edition of the record book is posted to 
the chapter web site at www.scipdn.org later this year.  
You can find the names and telephone numbers of the 
Official and Master Measurers who belong to the 
chapter on the same web site and you can call me at 586 
854-3694 to learn where to send you score sheets to 
have them posted to the chapter record book.       
 
     As always, while you are encouraged to send your 
trophy scores to the SCI Trophy Records Department in 
Tucson, you are not required to enter your trophy into 
the SCI Record Book of Trophy Animals in order to 
have them appear in the SCI – Paso Del Norte Chapter 
Record Book.

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     Hello All, 
Terry Hoke here.  
The first thing I 
want to discuss 
with you is the 
topic of Firearms 
Safety.  Safe 
handling of 
firearms and safe 
hunting should be 

our goal every time we pick up a firearm.  Freedom 
from an accidental discharge or an accident of any kind 
should be our goal every time we handle a firearm.  We 
all know the old bromide ASSUME every firearm is 
LOADED.  That is a great assumption.  To make that 
even better, do these next two procedures 
simultaneously; control the muzzle direction of your 
firearm and keep your finger off the trigger. Now that 
you have determined your firearm is safe, whether you 
are hunting or target shooting, never chamber a round 
until you are ready to fire and are sure of your backstop.  
Lastly, after you have taken the shot, unless you are 

walking up on some downed game, clear the chamber 
before moving on. 
 
     Second, would you like to have the benefit of the 
SCI-PDN Chapter Banquet and Fundraiser Corporate 
Package but you are a single, a couple or some number 
less than eight?

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Hunting Along The Levee That Borders El Paso County Is Prohibited! 
�

We reported in our last newsletter that following an 
unfortunate incident near San Elizario on 1 September, 
the opening day of Dove Season, in which inappropriate 
conduct involving Dove hunters frightening San Elizario 
residents into believing that drug/cartel related gun fire 
was occurring on their border, the United States Section 
International Boundary and Water Commission 
(USIBWC) posted “No Hunting” signs at access points 
to the levee.  Effective 4 September, Hunting along the 
levee that borders El Paso County is prohibited.  
Anyone found Hunting on the levee in El Paso County 
can now be charged with a Class A Misdemeanor if a 
complaint is filed!  At that time, our chapter was 

informed by a TPWD Game Warden that the restriction 
to hunting on the levee extends throughout the entire El 
Paso County border.  In the time since the hunting 
restriction went into force, the USIBWC has removed 
part of that restriction and will now allow hunting along 
the levee east of Fabens.  We respectfully request all our 
members adhere to this restriction while we pursue its 
elimination.  Our chapter extends sincere thanks to our 
TPWD Game Wardens for providing timely and detailed 
information regarding USIBWC policy.  As hunters, we 
must all act responsibly lest we lose our privileges to 
hunt.  With that in mind, I’d like to remind you of SCI’s 
Code of Ethics.  (Cliff Atchley, Secretary)

 
SCI CODE OF ETHICS 
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Please keep your “Code of Ethics” in mind whenever exercising your privilege to hunt or shoot.  It takes only a moment’s 
carelessness by a single hunter to ruin the opportunity for thousands.  (Cliff Atchley, Secretary and Newsletter Chairman) 
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An audit of our membership was completed in 
September by the membership committee. At that time 
we counted 267 active members which put the Paso Del 
Norte Chapter in SCI’s large chapter category.  We 
updated memberships, names, addresses, email 
addressees, and phone numbers using all available 
information.  However, we noted that we only have 
email addresses for about one third of our membership.  
This is a significant issue for both our chapter and our 

members since we now transmit all chapter 
correspondence by email and Internet Website.  If you 
know of any member who is not receiving our quarterly 
newsletters and other chapter correspondence, please 
have them contact Cliff Atchley at 
mc_atchley_jr@sbcglobal.net.

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$5000.00 Donation for the West Texas Pronghorn Antelope Study 
 

     Recently our chapter was contacted by Louis A. 
Harveson, PH.D., Director of Borderlands Research 
Institute for Natural Resource Management.  Dr. 
Harveson brought to our attention a crisis involving the 
West Texas Pronghorn Antelope.  While this specific 
species of Antelope has experienced wild population 
swings since they had begun to be formally tracked in 
1978, the current data demonstrated that the herd was 
crashing.   
 
At that time there was no scientific explanation for the 
severe decline in the Antelope population.  Dr. Harveson 
requested funds to conduct scientific 
research to determine the cause of the 
decline.  The Paso Del Norte Chapter of 
Safari Club International led the 
initiative to provide funds for the 
research.  With the combined 
contributions made by several chapters, 
Dr. Harveson was able to fund his 
research.  On the opening day of 
hunting season for this specific species 
of Antelope, Dr. Harveson and a team 
of student researchers, with the 
cooperation of local hunters, were able 
to harvest and collect biological 
samples for his research. 
 
     The result of their research 
concluded that a parasite was 
responsible for the decline in 
populations.  Since the natural habitat 
of Pronghorn Antelope is shared by 
cattle produced for domestic 
consumption they were able to identify 
that the parasite came from the cattle 

droppings.  Since the two populations share the same 
water sources, the water was subsequently determined to 
be contaminated and a root cause of the decline within 
the Pronghorn Antelope populations. 
  
     We will be in contact with Dr. Harveson to stay 
appraised of his further research and plan to resolve this 
catastrophic impact on the West Texas Pronghorn 
Antelope population.  The Paso Del Norte Chapter of 
Safari Club International will continue to support the 
conservation efforts of this unique species in our region.

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GETTING YOUTH INVOLVED IN THE OUTDOORS  
 

Statistics show that fewer and fewer youth are 
spending time in the outdoors.  This may in part 
be due to activities such as sports, gaming 
systems, later school hours and other extra 
curricular activities.  With all the experiences 
that the outdoors has to offer youth, families 
should make getting outdoors a greater priority. 
 
Being outdoors doesn’t mean just hunting.  
Families could try camping, canoeing, and 
shooting sports.  Within a two hour drive from 
El Paso, a family could camp at The City of 
Rocks State Park, Rock Hound State Park, 
Lincoln National Forest (Cloudcroft), Dog 
Canyon, Guadalupe Peak, Aguirre Springs and 
many other locations. 
 

Hiking is great at all of the camping locations above, as well as the Rio Grand levee, 
Franklin Mt. State Park. For the true explorer, try the Bureau of Land Management 
land in New Mexico near Mt. Riley and Kilbourne Hole. 
 
Canoeing is great at Caballo Lake or right here in your own back yard at the Rio 
Grand during Spring and Summer when the water level is at its peak. 
 
Shooting sports can be done at any of three Gun Ranges or Clubs in the El Paso Area: 
Ft. Bliss Rod and Gun Club, El Paso Gun Club and El Paso Skeet and Trap Club. 
Ducks Unlimited also has a “Greenwing” youth trap shoot annually. 
 
If parents need help getting their kids involved in the outdoors, consider joining a 
scouting organization which goes on monthly outings and teaches valuable life skills 
in the process.  The phrase “Hunt with your kids, not for them” applies to more than 
just hunting.  It is a reminder that if parents take time to be involved with their kids, 
the kids will value being with their parents.  So, enjoy the outdoors with your kids 
today.

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My First Bow Hunting Experience

     This summer at Indian Head Ranch, I earned my 
Bow Hunter Education Card.  As a result, I decided it 
would be a fun challenge to harvest a white-tail deer 
with a bow, so I began regular target practice to prepare 
for a hunting trip to SP Ranch during archery season. 
 

     My equipment included a Hoyt Compound Bow with 
a 50 pound draw weight and 29 inch graphite arrows 
with 75 grain broad heads. 
 

     The day before the hunt, I set up a blind 15 yards 
from the feeder.  The next morning I arrived at the blind 
before sunlight to wait for a deer.  Just as the sun rose to 

provide light, with a slight wind in my face, I heard 
movement and saw the deer approaching from my left.  
The doe stopped 10 yards from me standing broadsided, 
so I raised my bow and released the arrow which struck 
the deer directly behind the shoulder, punctured the lung 
and exited the other side.  After a short wait that seemed 
like forever, I began tracking the blood trail and found 
the dead deer 50 yards away. 
 

     Later that day, I set up a blind in a different location 
and successfully harvested a spike from a distance of 25 
yards. 
 

     I have rifle hunted since I was 7 years old, but at the 
age of 14, I have discovered that bow hunting is even 
more exciting.  I encourage all hunters to give it a try.  
With Christmas right around the corner, wouldn’t it be 
great to have a new bow under every tree!  Hunt with 
your kids, not for them.

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WHITE SANDS MISSILE RANGE (WSMR) BADGE ORYX HUNT

Check out the New Mexico Big Game proclamation and 
you will see several different draw opportunities to 
harvest an Oryx. All involve the luck of the draw and 
four don’t count as once-in-a-lifetime.  After studying 
the proclamation I decided the best odds would be in 
applying for the WSMR Badge Hunt, there were 320 
tags offered last year, either sex and that’s where most 
of the Oryx live. Call your local Taxidermist and they 
can give you names of some WSMR badge guides. I 
was drawn for the August 2009 hunt, as I live in Las 
Cruces I called Robert Majors and he gave me some 
names. I hooked up with Mike Meredith, who has 
worked on WSMR for several years; he is a great 
outdoorsman/conservationist and keeps Ducks 
Unlimited viable in the Las Cruces area.  My hunt area 
was the Oscura Bombing Range North West of 
Carrizozo, beautiful high desert littered with rocket 
components. The bombing range itself is well marked 
and bisected with roads and trails. The toughest thing 
about a WSMR hunt is that all the Oryx are issued a 
proclamation, hunt boundary map, a GPS and Zeiss 
binocular vision. First morning   after seeing dozens of 
Oryx feeding along the road side we arrive at our hunt 
area. Now we see a dozen other hunters prowling around 
the main trails but no Oryx. So Mike takes us to some 
less traveled trails. Soon he spots three Oryx at some 
1200 yards.  We dismounted and started a stalk using 
the terrain to mask our approach.  Every time we would 
pop up there would be three sets of eyes on us.  
However, we were closing the distance. Finally we 
popped up at what we thought would be around 300 
yards and they were gone. So we stayed quiet and 
climbed to some higher ground, we saw a lone bull 
across a canyon and closed on him to 350 yards. Mike 

set up the shooting sticks.  The bull was a monster but 
its right horn was broken.  The left horn was very long. 
I’m thinking if that animal arched its neck up that horn 
tip would touch its back. I catch my breath to squeeze 
off a shot.  I must have been dreaming about that tip 
touching the back as the shot was low and the animal 
exited the county, not to be seen again by us.  We hiked 
over to where the animal had been and no blood, so we 
snooped around that area another couple hours to no 
avail.  We ate our lunch driving over to an area that 
pretty much went straight through the center of our hunt 
area.  Mike has great vision and once again he spots a 
group of 14 Oryx at a distance. They were moving 
closer to us and obviously hadn’t seen us.  If they keep 
on track they will cross at 300 to 400 yards in front of 
us. For some reason they pick up speed and cross 
running in front of us where we had imagined.  We 
make a quick plan to drive to get ahead of them and 
climb a hill to get a shot when they pass.  You know 
what, they had a similar plan and they got to the hill 
before us and they were able to look down upon us as 
we are hiking up to get on top of that same hill. They 
exited off the back side of the hill and we again moved 
forward trying to cut them off.  All we found on the next 
set up were their tracks.  We found the herd again in 45 
minutes calmly grazing on the other side of the hunt 
boundary and I think they were laughing.  That ends the 
first day.  Where we were it was shorter to drive across 
the range and exit at the Small Missile Range Gate.  So 
we had some 35 miles of paved road going through non 
–hunt areas and the Oryx were thick.  Cameras aren’t 
allowed on WSMR and a violation would cost you your 
hunt so the only pictures I have are in my mind.  We 
saw well over 150 feeding Oryx. The next morning we 
spot Antelope, some Muley’s, and several immature 
Oryx.  It was fun watching them.  In the afternoon we 
spot a lone bull and proceed to put a stalk on him.  I 
know this guy is going in the freezer.  Just as I’m getting 
ready to shoot he begins to move.  I fire and he really 
moves.  I work the bolt on the Weatherby 300 Win Mag 
and fire again.  The second shot drills a mesquite post 
along the route he was running.  This boy is out of sight 
over a small rocky rise in about 2 seconds.  I go to 
where he was standing and there is no hair, blood or 
bone.  Mike proceeds in the direction of flight over the 
rocky terrain, after 45 minutes of searching he finds a 
drop of blood and a track.  We continue to track this guy 
for about a mile, every 6 to 8 yards there is 1 to 3 drops 
of blood and he maintains direction. I believe my shot 
must have grazed his chest and hopefully was not 
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mortal.  Now we come to the road that marks the hunt 
boundary.  We see a running herd of 20 or so in the 
distance and decide my animal has joined them, putting 
him out of reach.  That ends our 2nd day of hunting.  
Badge hunts are only conducted on weekends, non-duty 
days and holidays.  Wednesday afternoon I make it to 
the range and check my rifle.  It’s shooting fine at 100 
and 200 yards off the bench, so I proceed to counsel 
myself and prepare mentally for the next opportunity, 
which will be Sunday as Mike has a prior engagement 
on Saturday.  Sunday we are back on the hunt.  We seem 
to have the range to ourselves as the opening weekend 
warriors must have stayed home.  We are on a familiar 
trail that goes through a small canyon that has a deep 
arroyo and a lot of brush. We spot a bull over to our 
right traveling in our same direction.  We developed a 
plan which was to proceed slowly in the vehicle; 

guessing the animal may cross in front of us as the 
canyon will open up in ¼ mile.  As predicted, the Oryx 
came out of the brush and crossed the trail to our front, 
and looked back at us.  Mike says that’s a smaller bull.  I 
said that’s OK, I can get a good angle on him if he 
stands still a little longer.  He did.  I fired and it was a 
solid hit.  He ran 20 yards and piled up.  We drove the 
truck over to where he went down.  He was smaller but I 
was happy.  Bases were 7 1/4 inches in circumference; 
the horns were 33” in length.  Like that Roger Miller 
song, “short but not too big around.”  With the camper 
shell on the truck we couldn’t pick him up so we 
quartered him in order to get him in the truck.  Oryx is 
excellent meat and I enjoy some every week.  So get 
yourself a NM proclamation and apply prior to February

hunter, you will enjoy a photo safari.  Many hunting outfitters 
are prepared to organize non-hunting tours for friends and 
family members traveling with hunters, or you can book with 
an outfitter who specializes in photo safaris.   
  
     South Africa is a great place for a photo safari with huge 
game sanctuaries such as Kruger National Park, home to over 
8,000 elephants and 1,500 lions.  Visitors are guaranteed to 
see an abundance of African wildlife.  In 2007 I traveled to 
South Africa with family and friends - while the hunters were out in the bush, the non-hunters and I toured a Cheetah 
Research Center, an Elephant Sanctuary and took photo safaris on two local ranches.  I also had the opportunity to go out 
with the hunters and get some great shots of their trophy animals.   
  
     On a recent family safari to Canada, I discovered that Tuckamore Lodge in Newfoundland specializes in 
accommodating non-hunters with tours to nearby locations for iceberg viewing, whale watching, Viking reenactments, 
canoeing, fishing and other unique opportunities.  While my husband spent his days in the woods looking for a bear, our 
teenage sons fished to their hearts content and I toured the countryside by land and water and came home with 
spectacular photos – there was something for everyone.  
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     If you have the opportunity to attend the SCI Convention in Reno, you will encounter outfitters specializing in photo 
safaris.  They will even go as far as to instruct you in developing professional photography skills while on safari.  The 
SCI Convention also offers a variety of seminars on the topic of photo safari, choosing the right photography equipment 
and the details of traveling abroad.

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Alaska-Yukon Moose 

The moose (Alces alces) is the world's largest member 
of the deer family. The Alaska-Yukon race (Alces alces 
gigas) is the largest of all the moose. Moose are 
generally associated with northern forests around the 
globe in North America, Europe, and Russia. In Europe 
they are called “elk.” In Alaska, they occur in suitable 
habitat from the Unuk River in the Southeast Panhandle 
to the Colville River on the Arctic Slope. They are most 
abundant in recently burned areas that have propagated 
dense stands of willow, aspen and birch shrubs, on 
timberline plateaus, and along the major rivers of South-
central and Interior Alaska. 
 
General description: Moose are long-legged and heavy 
bodied with a drooping nose, a fold of hair-covered skin 
called a “dewlap” or “bell” under the chin, and a short 
tail. Their color ranges from golden brown to almost 
black, depending upon the season and the age of the 
animal. The hair of newborn calves is generally red-
brown fading to a lighter rust color within a few weeks. 
By late summer, calves have shed their rust colored coat 
which is replaced with hair that is similar in texture and 
color to that of adults. Adult males are larger than the 
females and in prime condition weigh from 1,200 to 
1,600 pounds (542 to 725 kg). Adult females weigh 800 
to 1,300 pounds (364 to 591 kg). 
 
Only the males or “bulls” have antlers. Most male calves 
develop a hair-covered, bony protuberance by the end of 
summer that persists through their first year. Following 
this initial development, antlers are grown each summer 
and shed during winter throughout the bull’s life. The 
largest moose antlers in North America come from 
Alaska, the Yukon Territory, and the Northwest 
Territories of Canada. Trophy age class bulls with 

antlers 50 inches (127 cm) in spread or larger are found 
throughout Alaska. Moose occasionally produce trophy-
size antlers when they are 6 or 7 years old, with the 
largest antlers grown at approximately 10 to 12 years of 
age. 
 
Moose communicate through a variety of vocalizations, 
noises, body posturing, and odors. Moose rarely live 
more than 16 years.  
 
Life history:  Growth patterns, age at sexual maturity, 
and production of offspring are closely tied to range 
conditions. Female or “cow” moose generally breed at 
28 months, though some may breed as young as 16 
months. Calves are born any time from mid- May to 
early June after a gestation period of about 230 days. A 
cow moose defends her newborn calf vigorously. Cows 
give birth to twins <10 to 75 percent of the time, and 
triplets may occur. Newborn calves generally weigh 28 
to 35 pounds (13-16 kg) and rarely as much as 45 
pounds (22 kg). Calves begin nursing within the first 
few hours following birth and take solid food a few days 
later. During their first 5 months, while suckling and 
foraging, calves will grow to more than 10 times their 
birth mass; occasionally weighing more than 500 
pounds (227 kg). Calves are generally weaned in the fall 
at the time the mother is breeding again. 
 
The maternal bond is generally maintained until calves 
are 12 months old at which time the mother aggressively 
chases her offspring from the immediate area just before 
she gives birth. Moose breed in the fall with the peak of 
the “rut” activities coming in late September and early 
October. Adult males joust during the rut by bringing 
their antlers together and pushing. Serious battles are 
rare, but bulls regularly receive a few punctures, 
sometimes break ribs, and occasionally die from their 
wounds. The winner usually mates with several females.  
 
By late October, adult males have exhausted their 
summer accumulation of fat and their desire for female 
company. Once again they begin feeding. Antlers from 
mature bulls are shed as early as November, but mostly 
in December and January. Young bulls may be seen 
with their antlers as late as April.  
 
Food habits: During fall and winter, moose consume 
large quantities of willow, birch, and aspen twigs. In 
some areas, moose actually establish a “hedge” or 
browse line 6 to 8 feet above the ground by clipping 
most of the terminal shoots of favored food species. 
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Spring is the time of grazing as well as browsing. Moose 
eat a variety of foods, particularly sedges, equisetum 
(horsetail), pond weeds, and grasses. During summer, 
moose feed on vegetation in shallow ponds, forbs, and 
the leaves of birch, willow, and aspen.  
 
Movements: Most moose make seasonal movements to 
calving, rutting, and wintering areas. They travel 
anywhere from only a few miles to as many as 60 miles 
during these transitions.  
 
Population dynamics: Moose have a high reproductive 
potential and can quickly overpopulate a range if not 
limited by predation, hunting, and severe weather. Deep 
crusted snow can lead to malnutrition and subsequent 
death of hundreds of moose and decrease the survival of 
the succeeding year's calves.  
 
Moose are killed by wolves, black and brown bears. 
Black bears take moose calves in May and June. Brown 
bears kill calves and adults the entire time the bears are 
out of their winter dens. Wolves kill moose throughout 
the year. Predation limits the growth of many moose 
populations in Alaska.  
 
Economic and future status: Because moose range 
over so much of Alaska, they have played an important 
role in the development of the state. At one time 

professional hunters supplied moose meat to mining 
camps. Historically, moose were an important source of 
food, clothing, and implements to Athapaskan Indians 
dwelling along the major rivers. Today, more people 
hunt moose than any other of Alaska's big game species. 
Alaskans and nonresidents annually harvest 
approximately 6,000 to 8,000 moose, some 3.5 million 
pounds of meat. Moose are an important part of the 
Alaskan landscape, and tourists photograph those 
animals that feed along the highway.  
 
Human developments in Alaska include many 
alterations upon the face of the land. These activities 
create conflicts between people and moose as moose eat 
crops, stand on airfields, eat young trees, wander the city 
streets, and collide with cars and trains.  
 
Removal of mature timber through logging and careless 
use of fire has, in general, benefited moose as new 
stands of young timber have created vast areas of high-
quality moose food. The future for moose is reasonably 
bright; however, moose management has become 
increasingly complex as the allocation dilemma has 
intensified. Agencies are challenged to develop socially 
responsive plans that recognize and accommodate 
diverse uses and values for moose.  (John Noey,

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A LITTLE GUN HISTORY  
 

In 1929, the Soviet Union established gun control.  
From 1929 to 1953, about 20 million dissidents, unable 
to defend themselves, were rounded up and 
exterminated.

In 1911, Turkey established gun control.  From 1915 to 
1917, 1.5 million Armenians, unable to defend 
themselves, were rounded up and exterminated. 
------------------------------ 
Germany established gun control in 1938 and from 1939 
to 1945, a total of 13 million Jews and others who were 
unable to defend themselves were rounded up and 
exterminated. 
------------------------------ 
China established gun control in 1935.  From 1948 to 
1952, 20 million political dissidents, unable to defend 
themselves, were rounded up and exterminated. 
------------------------------ 
Guatemala established gun control in 1964. From 1964 
to 1981, 100,000 Mayan Indians, unable to defend 
themselves, were rounded up and exterminated. 
------------------------------ 
Uganda established gun control in 1970.  From 1971 to 
1979, 300,000 Christians, unable to defend themselves, 
were rounded up and exterminated. 
------------------------------ 
Cambodia established gun control in 1956. From 1975 
to 1977, one million educated people, unable to defend 

themselves, were rounded up and exterminated. 
----------------------------- 
Defenseless people rounded up and exterminated in the 
20th Century because of gun control: 56 million. 
------------------------------ 
It has now been 16 months since gun owners in 
Australia were forced by new law to surrender 640,381 
personal firearms to be destroyed by their own 
Government, a program costing Australia taxpayers 
more than $500 million dollars.  

-The first year results are now in:  

-List of 7 items: 

-Australia-wide, homicides are up 3.2 percent. 

-Australia-wide, assaults are up 8.6 percent. 

-Australia-wide, armed robberies are up 44 percent (yes, 
44 percent)! 

-In the state of Victoria alone, homicides with firearms 
are now up 300 percent.   

Note that while the law-abiding citizens turned them in, 
the criminals did not, and criminals still possess their 
guns! 

While figures over the previous 25 years showed a 
steady decrease in armed robbery with firearms, this has 
changed drastically upward in the past 12 months, since
